Your family may not be to-
gether when a disaster strikes,
so it is important to plan in
advance: How will you get to a
safe place?

Emergency Supply List

Food and Water

0 3 to 5 day supply of nonperishable food
that needs no cooking

0 2 gallons of water per day for each person

0 Hand-operated can opener

o Plastic plates, cups, utensils

Communication and Lighting

O Battery-powered emergency alert radio or
standard radio

o Flashlights for each family member

0 Extra batteries, lighters, matches

o Whistle

o List of important phone numbers (family,
friends, neighbors, etc.)

e Use a medical device which

requires electricity

First Aid

o First-aid kit

0 Prescriptions and other medications

0 Hand sanitizer, wipes, bleach

o Toilet paper, paper towels, garbage bags
0 Soaps, personal supplies

o Sunscreen, insect repellent

Emergency Document Bag
Include: cash, current picture ID, family
documents, medical cards, bank account
information, insurance, passport, Social
Security Card, birth records, list of
medications, dosages, doctors’ phone
number, etc.
